PIEDMONT BREEDERS FUTURITY RULES
INTRODUCTION:


The purpose of the Piedmont Breeder’s Futurity is three-fold as a positive move towards the future of our Association.  First, the Futurity must promote the Piedmont Association in our regional shows, not only as an added show attraction, but also as a means of bringing new people into the Association.  Secondly, the Futurity needs to promote the sale of Piedmont horses bred and raised by Piedmont members.  Third, the Futurity will help promote stallions owned by Piedmont members.

DEFINITION:

A. BUDGET – All money received and carried forward in any fiscal

year ending April 30th and beginning May 1st.

B. DECLARATION FEE – A fee paid to the futurity committee before

entering a class declaring in which class an eligible horse will show.

C. ELIGIBLE GELDINGS – Any colt that has been gelded whether or not

he sired foals.

D. PIEDMONT MEMBER – Any person(s) or business entity as described

Maintaining current dues and in good standing with Piedmont Paso Fino
Horse Association, Inc. (and if a member of PFHA) who designated Piedmont as their regional affiliation is entitled to full Piedmont benefits.

Those Piedmont members not designating Piedmont as their regional affiliation are entitled to all Piedmont benefits with the exception of voting on National matters, holding office and chairing any Piedmont committees.

E. PURSE – The total amount of money awarded to each class.

F. TOTAL PRIZE MONEY – The amount of money available each year to 

pay all of the competing classes.

G. YEARLY TOTAL FUTURITY FUNDS TO BE PAID -  (1)  All money 

Received for nominated horses will be paid into the budget.  (2) 20% reserve funds plus any unpaid prize money and  unused budget money not awarded in prior years, plus, 30% of the paid-in stallion and breeding funds.
ELIGIBLITY FOR FUTURITY:

A. All fillies and colts and geldings sired by Piedmont stallions in 1994, 1993, 

1992, and 1991 geldings.  Those will be eligible for nomination until May 31, 1995.

B. All fillies and colts sired by Piedmont nominated stallions born after 

December, 31, 1994. Nominations for eligible weanlings will close April 30th, following the year they were foaled.

C. Eligible stallions for futurity – Only Stallions or breeding colts that are nominated for the futurity.

COMPETITION:

A. Competition for the Futurity Classes will be held each year at the

Asheville Regional Show or at any other Piedmont Show that will be designated by the Piedmont Breeder’s Futurity Committee.

B. Only eligible horses will be able to compete for prize money in the design-

ated classes.  To be eligible, the horse’s nomination fee needs to be paid and a $10.00 declaration fee must be paid to the committee, declaring in which class the horse will be competing.  This fee needs to be paid prior

to the time the horse is entered in the class.  A horse is only eligible to compete in one class of each eligible year.  The following classes will be for competition:

1. ONE YEAR OLD BELLA FORMA FILLIES

2. ONE YEAR OLD BELLA FORMA COLTS AND GELDINGS

3. FOUR YEAR OLD SCHOOLING PLEASURE FILLIES

4. FOUR YEAR OLD SCHOOLING PLEASURE COLTS AND GELDINGS

5. FOUR YEAR SCHOOLING PERFORMANCE FILLIES

6. FOUR YEAR SCHOOLING PERFORMANCE COLTS AND GELDINGS

7. FOUR YEAR OLD SCHOOLING FINO FILLIES

8. FOUR YEAR OLD SCHOOLING FINO COLTS AND GELDINGS

9. FIVE YEAR OLD PLEASURE GELDINGS

10. FIVE YEAR OLD PERFORMANCE GELDINGS

11. FIVE YEAR OLD FINO GELDINGS

NOMINATING FEES:

A. Stallions who have reached their fifth year as of January l, may be nom-
inated for $1250.

B. Nominations for breeding colts will be $1,000

C. 1 year old fillies, colts and geldings - $150

D. 2 year old fillies, colts and geldings - $200

E. 3 year old fillies, colts and geldings - $250

F. 4 year old fillies, colts and geldings - $300

BUDGET OF TOTAL EXPENDABlE FUTURITY FUNDS:
A. Money received from the nomination fees will be administered in the

Following manner:

1. Administration - $500

2. Funds used to pay Stallions – 10%

3. Reserve for the following year – 20%

4. Advertising – 1%

5. Balance of funds will be the Total Prize Money

DIVISION OF PRIZE MONEY:

A. The division of the prize money will be divided from the amount of the
money that will be raised as proposed in the Budget under Total Prize

Money.  Payment to classes will be as follows:
1. 8% of the Total Prize Money will be paid to each of the Bella 

Forma Classes

2. 10% of the Total Prize Money will be paid to each of the six

schooling classes

3. 8% of the Total Prize Money will be paid in each of the gelding

classes.
4. The top four futurity eligible horses in each class will receive:

A. First Place – 40% of the class purse

B. Second Place – 30% of the class purse

C. Third Place – 20% of the class purse

D. Fourth Place – 10% of the class purse

6. Payment of Stallions – Any nominated stallion will receive 10%

of the amount of prize money that has been awarded to his offspring in each of the classes.

7. In the event there are less than four eligible horses in the class, the
       unpaid prizes will revert back as reserve for the following year.

ADMINISTRATION OF THE PIEDMONT BREEDER’S FUTURITY FUND


A.  A committee will be appointed by the President and will consist of  a


      Futurity Chairperson and 2 committee members to be selected by the 

      Chair.  The chair person will report to the Board.  All monies collected


      by the Futurity will be will be deposited into the Futurity account and


      administered  by the Treasurer of the PPFHA.
