Proposed By-Law Changes
Proposal A:  (Article III, Section 2, Farm membership)

Proposal B:  (Article III, Section 2, Trail ride membership)

      This proposal is needed to officially add a guest trail rider membership, for insurances purposes, to allow guests and future members to attend Piedmont sponsored trail rides.  The Trail ride membership was voted on and approved by the Board of Directors in a previous year.   

Proposal C:  (Article V, Section 1, Duties of the president)                          

     This proposal will officially ask the outgoing president to assist in a smooth transition for the following year’s officers.   

Proposal D: (Article VIII, Section 1, Nominating committee)                     

      This proposal will eliminate the need to send nominations by certified mail only.

Proposal E.  (Article IX, Section 3, Committees)

      This proposal will eliminate the requirement to have committees that may no longer be needed.   Additional committees will be formed as needs arise.
